To install a CPU into your SideRack:

I. Loosen the Knobs to allow the Outside Brackets to slide freely.
2. Position the tabs to best fit your CPU.

3. Place your CPU into the SideRack.

4. Once your CPU is in place, fully tighten both Knobs.
